Results frc
these assessments will be sent home to parents in late summer or early fall.

We will be spending the next several weeks completing district assessments at all grad
els that will measure individual student progress that has been made during this school year.
Beginning next week, students in all grade levels will participate in the AIMSWEBPLUS readi
assessments, which measure phonemic awareness, oral reading fluency and comprehensior
Teachers are also in the process of administering individualized reading assessments (DRA)
students in gradesX Any student in grades 4 or 5 who receives reading support will also
participate in these individualized assessments.

Finally, during the week of May 21st, students will complete the AIMSWEBPLUS math
assessments, which measure number sense fluency, computational fluency and math conce|
the application of those concepts to real world problem solving.
